m Continuous Historical (Less and less popular)
— Sees Historical/Future Events in the text
— The 7 Churches are considered “eras”

m Futurist (Generally held by Premillennialist)
— Chap 1-3 Written to 1st Century Audience
— Chap 4-22 — Written to in the 21st Century

m Preterist

— Chap 1 -20 — Written to 1st Century Audience
— Chap 21-22 — Debated on fulfilled or future
